We used this book as a 4-week unit study in our homeschool group. Each week we would read one
chapter and complete the assignments (creating a national anthem, writing laws, creating a map,
etc.). We tied it into US History by discussing how each step tied into the creation of the United
States (Betsy Ross making the first flag, Continental Congress, comparing the president’s power to
the power of the King of England over the 13 colonies). The 4th week, each child did an oral

presentation of how their country would be run. GREAT BOOK!
