The first two books of The Oneness Cycle (this book and Exile) are among the strangest fiction that
I've ever read. | love them anyway. | enjoyed Hive a little bit more than Exile because | was already
acquainted with the story world.The atmosphere of this story is a mix between fantasy and
Peretti-esque spiritual warfare fiction. The Oneness is a partially allegorical representation of the
Christian church. It is characterized by the interconnectedness of it's members and their roll in
fighting unseen foes in order to protect and serve mankind. The Oneness holds the world together
as demons and their human counterparts try to tear it apart.l loved the vulnerability of Thomson’s
characters in this book. After the shattering events occurring in Exile, members the local Oneness
cells wrestle with weakness and doubt. The powers of darkness dive at the chinks in their armor. As
the members of the Oneness cell are forced to go on the defensive, they are scattered. The demons
seem determined to destroy them in almost unimaginable ways.Hazed by confusion and doubt, the
Oneness is weakest when they need to be stronger than ever.
