Edge of Eternity is the first book that I've read by Randy Alcorn. After seeing all of the very positive
reviews, and being that | love a good Christian allegory, | was excited to dig into Alcorn’s book.
Without a doubt, Alcorn does an admirable job of putting some things into perspective and makes
some nice comparisons. Unfortunately, despite a well intentioned book, this falls very short of others
in the genre. Alcorn’s characters are shallow and obvious. The dangers in the book are never scary
and the antagonist is less than convincing. Instead of weaving a story that lets the reader do some
thinking and soul searching, Alcorn has written a book that spells out every possible temtation and
pitfall that could possibly fall on a Christian. He leaves nothing to ponder or imagine because
everything is spelled out and obvious.Again, the book isnt terrible. There are some good things in
there, but if you're looking for a hard hitting allegory, this isnt it. If you're a Christian looking for
something to encourage you, then this book might serve that purpose. But if you're looking for
something to give a non-Christian with the hopes that it will make them curious or make them think,
then is would be a poor choice. Were | not a Christian, | wouldn’t have made it through the book
because the comparisons are so obvious and the story very wooden.| would reccomend instead,
Narnia by C.S. Lewis, or if you're looking for something really compelling, The Circle Series (Black,
Red, White, and Green) by Ted Dekker.
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
