No one seems to

care about Connie; she's lost her looks, she has no money, and even her favorite people mostly just

ignore her.What astonishes me about Connie and her plight is that she is intelligent. She had some

college, yet no one that deals with her ever considers her intelligent _or_ educated. And that's

stupid; really, why didn't her welfare caseworker say, "Oh, Connie, you have a year or two of

college. Would you like to be re-trained?" In real life, this might have happened.However, this _is_ a

fable; that can be overlooked. Besides, the social services in the 1970s in New York were terrible;

they rivaled the situation that New York faces today after the terrorist attacks. There are too many

people; it's very easy to get lost in the cracks. So this isn't a plot hole at all; it's a statement about

how good people often get downtrodden through no fault of their own.
